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This, the first of His miraculous signs, Jesus performed in Cana of Galilee.  He thus 

revealed his glory, and His disciples put their faith in Him.  John 2:11 

 

If you are following the yearly Bible reading plan, this past week you began read-

ing the book of  John.  The story of Jesus turning water into wine is really the 

launching of His earthly ministry.  Certainly I am intrigued by the story, but the 

ending stood out to me this time around. 

 

The disciples who had joined Jesus up to this point were not fully engaged with  

Jesus.  They were still watching Him to determine for themselves if He was the 

Messiah.  Our story ends with the fact that following this first miracle the disciples 

put their faith in Jesus for the first time. 

 

So, why were they following Jesus?  Some of them had been disciples of John the 

Baptist.  John had made it clear that this Jesus was the one who had come from 

God.  His disciples were following Jesus based upon Johnôs testimony. 

 

I find that there are some who come to church regularly because their parents had 

been faithful to Christ and so it was very natural for them to come to church.  Cer-

tainly, we encourage people to come to church regardless of the reason, but we do 

this because we believe that somehow, in the course of time, they will encounter the 

life changing presence of Christ.  The Bible says in 1 Corinthians 1:21b, ñit pleased 

God by the foolishness of preaching to save them that believe.ò 

 

What I reflected on when I read this passage was my own experience with God.  

Although my dad was a preacher and I had been in church every time the doors 

were open, I had simply gone because everyone in my family went to church.  I 

never thought for one moment about the prospect of not going. 

 

But, I remember that moment when suddenly my heart was stirred and for the first 

time I could really say, ñI want to follow God.ò  That was my first experience with 

God.  I have had many such encounters through the years, but it was at that first 

moment that I decided that I believed. 

 

As you read these words, I encourage you to think about that very first moment 

when you experienced the grace of God, and believed.  I encourage you to spend 

time today thanking God for revealing Himself to you.
